Art on Park Juried Showcase

A jury of art professionals will select artists based on their unique styles and
artistic excellence. Showcase categories for 60 featured artists are:
Ceramics, Drawing/Graphics/Printmaking, Fiber, Glass, Jewelry, Mixed
Media, Painting, Watercolors, Photography, Sculpture, and Wood.



How to Apply

Each artist must complete the attached application or apply online at Zapplication.org.
One artist per application, unless you are entering as a team or collaboration. You
may apply for as many categories as you like, but each entry must be accompanied

y a completed application. Your application must include a jury fee of $25, a
booth fee of $175 (refundable if not selected) and a set of images.

Images

Please submit three high-resolution digital images of your artwork and one image of
a booth that accurately represent and reflect your current creations. Do not send
samples or print photographs. Art on Park reserves the right to use the images for
publicity purposes.

Deadline

Application or Zapplication must be received no later than 5:00 p.m. on
November 30, 2009.

Fees
JuryFee ... ... .. ... $25 (payable with application)
Booth Fee . .......... ... .. ... ... .... $175 (refundable if not selected)

Each application must be accompanied by a $25 payment for the non-refundable
jury fee and $175 for the booth fee (refundable if not selected). Checks should be
made payable to Art on Park. Applications will not be considered until jury and
booth fees are received.

Notification and Agreement to Exhibit

Acceptance notifications and exhibitor agreements will be sent no later than

December 14, 2009. Booth fee will be refunded if not accepted.

Booth Space

Exhibit spaces are on asphalt or concrete and measure 10" x 10”. Booths and
displays must be constructed to withstand crowds and wind. Artists should be
prepared for the possibility of inclement weather with rain covers, tie downs and
weights, as you will be held responsible for any damages caused by your tents.
Each exhibitor is responsible for your own display in case of damage or loss.

Prizes and Judging

$1,000 - Best in Show
$500 - Best in Category for each of the 11 categories
$250 - Honorable Mention for Show (2)
